· NETS SHALL BE INSTALLED ON VERTICAL LADDERS IN ALL TRUNKS (EXCEPT MACHINERY SPACE ESCAPE TRUNKS) AND OTHER INTERIOR VERTICAL LADDERS.

· STRAIGHT UNOBSTRUCTED LADDERS IN TRUNKS SHALL HAVE NETS AT 17 FOOT MAX INTERVAL AND THE HIGHEST NET SHALL BE WITHIN 24 INCHES OF THE TOP LADDER RUNG. 

· SNAP HOOKS SHALL BE INSTALLED TO SUPPORT ALL BORDER WEBS AND EVERY OTHER INTERMEDIATE WEB. 

· NET SHALL BE SIZED SO THAT WHEN INSTALLED, NATURAL SAG WILL BE APPROXIMATELY 4 INCHES. 

· EACH NET SHALL BE SHOP TESTED AFTER FABRICATION BY APPLICATION OF A 1750 POUND LOAD ACROSS THE TWO OPPOSING SNAP HOOKS.  A TAG WILL BE ATTACHED TO EACH NET AND WILL INCLUDE DATE TESTED.  NETS ONLY NEED TO BE TESTED WHEN MANUFACTURED. 

· NETS DIMENSIONS SHALL BE:

-NO MORE THAT 16” PLUS OR MINUS 2.5” FROM LADDER FACE

-MAX OF 5” SPACING FM THE TRUNK BULK HEAD TO THE BEGINNING OF THE NET

-SPACING BTWN WEBBING SHALL BE NO MORE THAN 5”

-DISTANCE FM ONE SIDE OF THE NET TO THE OTHER AROUND THE NET SHALL NOT EXCEED 24”.
