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Adding a GCCS-M Printer
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To add and configure a printer for GCCS-M a parallel cable must be installed from the parallel port on the back of the GCCS-M TAC computer to the applicable printer. This cable should be at least 15’ long, allowing for flexibility of connection to either the Comm printer located in Rack #1 or the GDFS printer located in Rack #11.  Run/roll the excess cable in-between Comm rack #4 and the GCCS-M rack.  

NOTE:  Printing using the HP DeskJet 540 will not produce a high quality graphic printout, but will do fine with text.  Printing using the GDFS printer will produce a better quality graphics printout.

1. Login – Sysadmin – password vinson

2. Select C4I COMPRT from toolbar

3. Select Config Printers

4. Select Add

5. At Printer Name – Leave set at default (my Printer)

6. At Printer Type – Select the pulldown window arrow – Select HP DeskJet 550C 

7. At Host Machine – Select the pulldown window arrow – Select jots 1

8. At Device – Select the pulldown window arrow – Scroll down and select VFMO

9. Select OK

10. Select OK

11. A warning window will appear – Select Init and Exit

12. Initialization will take place

13. Select C4I COMPRT from toolbar

14. Select Print Chooser

15. Select (Highlight) my Printer (window should open with it selected)

16. Select “Set Default” – for Default Line Printer

17. Select “Set Default” – for Default Graphic Printer

18. Select Exit

19. A warning window will appear – Select Cancel

20. Exit out of System Administrator Mode

21. Login as jmcis operator

Printing capability is now available at either the Comm Printer or the GDFS printer depending upon where the operator connects.
