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Setup Requirements to Run IAMPS3 Software on IBM ThinkPad 770ED Computer Running Windows95
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A.
Prior to installing either the Socket Dual I/O PC card or the IAMPS software perform the following.

1. Turn on the computer and allow it to start normally.

2. Edit the CONFIG.SYS file by performing the following:

a. Click the Start button.

b. Click Run.
c. In the dialog box enter sysedit and click OK.  The System Configuration Editor will start.

d. Select the small window that has CONFIG.SYS. in the Title Bar.

e. On the command line that reads: DEVICE=C:\WINDOWS\EMM386.EXE NOEMS X=D000-D7FF delete the characters NOEMS.
f. On each of the command lines that begin DEVICE=C:\CARDWORKS (there should be 5 separate command lines) enter the following at the beginning of the command line: REM <space>. This will prevent the command line from being executed when the computer is started.

g. Save the file (Click file in the upper left corner, then click save).

h. Close the system editor (Click the X in the upper right corner).

3. Restart the computer by performing the following:

a. Click the Start Button.

b. Click Shut Down.

c. Select the Restart option and click OK.
d. The computer will restart.

4. Disable conflicting hardware by performing the following:
(If a dialog box appears at any time during the following procedures asking if you wish to restart the computer at this time click the No button.  The computer will be restarted after all adjustments have been made).

a. Click the Start Button.

b. Move cursor over Settings.

c. Click Control Panel on the pop up menu.  The Control Panel window will open.

d. Double Click the System icon.  The System Properties window will open.

e. Select the Device Manager tab.

f. Click on the + (plus) next to IBM Digital Signal Processors.

g. Click on ThinkPad Digital Signal Processor.
h. Click the Properties button.

i. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

j. Click the OK button.

k. Click on the + (plus) next to IBM ThinkPad UltraBay.

l. Click on IBM ThinkPad UltraBay Hot Swap Driver.

m. Click the Properties button.

n. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

o. Click the OK button.

p. Click on the + (plus) next to Infrared.

q. Click on Built-in Infrared port on laptop or desktop.

r. Click the Properties button.

s. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

t. Click the OK button.

u. Click on the + (plus) next to Modem.

v. Click on ThinkPad Data Fax Modem.

w. Click the Properties button.

x. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

y. Click the OK button.

z. Scroll down and click on Built-in Infrared port on laptop or desktop (COM#).
aa. Click the Properties button.

ab. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

ac. Click the OK button.

ad. Click on Communications Port (COM2)
ae. Click the Properties button.

af. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (the check mark should disappear).

ag. Click the OK button.

ah. Click on Infrared Printing (LPT) Port.
ai. Click the Properties button.

aj. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

ak. Click the OK button.

al. Click on Infrared Serial (COM) Connections Port.
am. Click the Properties button.

an. Click on the box next to Disable in this hardware profile (a check mark should appear).

ao. Click the OK button.

ap. Click on Close.
aq. When the dialog box appears asking if you wish to restart your computer now? click on yes.

ar. The computer will restart.

as. Return to the Device Manager (as described in steps A4a through A4e above).

at. Verify that the following devices are disabled (the device will have a red X through the small icon located next to the device name):


ThinkPad Digital Signal Processor


ThinkPad UltraBay Hot Swap Driver


Built-in Infrared port on laptop or desktop


Built-in Infrared port on laptop or desktop (COM2)

au. Verify that Communications Port is enabled (No red X) and is set to COM1.
av. Click on OK.
5. Disable Windows power management by performing the following:

a. The control panel window should be open, if not, open the control panel by performing steps A4a through A4c above.

b. Double click on the ThinkPad Configuration icon.

c. On the menu bar (at the top) click on Power Management then click on Settings.
d. Click on the box next to Allow Windows to manage power use on this computer (the check mark should disappear).

e. Click on OK.
f. When the dialog box appears asking if you Are sure you want to do this?  Click Yes.
g. When the dialog box appears asking Do you want to restart your computer now?  Click Yes.
h. The computer will restart.

i. After restart, close any open windows by clicking the X in the upper right corner.
B.
Installation of the Socket Dual Serial I/O card is as follows. 

1. Shut down the computer as follows:

a. Click Start.
b. Click Shut Down.
c. Select the Shut Down option.

d. Click OK.
2. Insert the Socket Dual Serial I/O card in either PC card slot (right side near the rear).

3. Turn the computer on.

4. When the dialog box appears recommending that you let Windows search for an updated driver, insert the Socket Dual Serial I/O installation disk into floppy drive A: and click on Next.

5. After Windows finds the driver another dialog box will appear stating that Windows found the following updated driver for this device: Socket Communications Inc-Dual RS-232 Serial Port PC Card.  Click on Finish.

6. At this time a dialog box may appear stating that the file ‘dualio.cpl’ on the Windows 95 CDROM could not be found.  This file is located on the floppy disk in drive A:.  Click on the down arrow to the right of the copy files from box near the bottom and select A:\ from the drop down menu.  Click OK.
7. Windows will continue updating hardware settings and then the computer will finish starting.

8. After the computer completes start up, remove the floppy disk from drive A.

9. Configure the dual serial I/O card settings by performing the following:

a. Open the Device Manager by performing steps A4a through A4e above.

b. Scroll down the hardware list until Socket Communications Inc-Dual RS-232 Serial Port PC Card is visible.

c. Click on until Socket Communications Inc-Dual RS-232 Serial Port PC Card.
d. Click on Properties.
e. Click on the Resources tab.

f. Observe the Resource Settings Window.  The setting for the top Input/Output Range must be 02F8-02FF.  The setting for the second Input/Output Range must be 02E8-02EF.  If these settings are correct proceed to step g.  If these settings are incorrect, click the down arrow to the right of the Setting based on: Window and select Basic configuration 0004.

g. Observe the Resource Settings Window again.  The setting for the Interrupt Request must be 03. .  If this setting is correct proceed to step h.  If this setting is not correct, click on Interrupt Request in the Resource Settings Window.  Click on Change Setting…In the Value Window enter 03.  Click OK.
h. Click OK.
i. Click Close.
j. Restart the computer by performing Step A3.

C.
Installation of the IAMPS3 software is as follows.

1. Open the Windows Explorer by performing the following. 

a. Click Start.
b. Move cursor over Programs.

c. Click Windows Explorer.  The Windows Explorer will open.

2. (C:) should be highlighted in the left half of the split window, if not click on (C:). 

3. In the upper right corner click on File. 

4. Move cursor over New.
5. Click on folder. 

6. A New Folder will appear in the right side of the split window near the bottom.  Name the folder IAMPS3 by typing “IAMPS3” in the highlighted box then press the Enter key. 

7. Insert the IAMPS3 software disk in drive A. 

8. Click on 3 ½ Floppy (A:) in the left half of the split window. 

9. The contents of the IAMPS3 software disk should now be displayed in the right half of the split window. 

10. Copy all of the files on the IAMPS disk to the hard drive by performing the following. 

a. While holding down the CTRL key depress the A key.

b. All the file names should now be highlighted.

c. Right click anywhere on the highlighted filename area.

d. Click on Copy in the pop up window.

e. Right click on the newly created IAMPS3 folder in the left half of the split window.

f. Click on Paste in the pop up window.

g. Windows will copy the IAMPS files to the IAMPS3 folder on the hard drive (C:).

h. Close Windows Explorer by clicking the X in the upper right corner.

11. Create a new IAMPS icon on the desktop by performing the following. 

a. Right click on any blank area of the desktop.

b. Move the cursor over New on the pop up menu.

c. Click Shortcut on the new pop up menu. A Create Shortcut window will appear.

d. Click Browse.  A browse window will appear.

e. Double click the IAMPS3 folder.  A list of files in the IAMPS3 folder will appear.

f. Double click on the file named ASWSAMP.  The browse window will close.

g. In the Create Shortcut window, C:\Iamps3\Aswsamp.bat should appear in the command line window.  Click on Next.

h. A Select a Title for the Program window will appear.

i. Select Next or type in any desired name for the new icon.

j. A Select an Icon window will appear.

k. Click on an icon to select, and click on Finish.
l. The newly created icon will appear on the desktop.

m. Right click on the new icon.

n. Click on Properties on the pop up menu.

o. A Properties window will appear.

p. Click on the Screen tab.

q. Click on Full-screen.
r. Click on OK.

12. Double click on the new icon to start the IAMPS program.  Select the E000 option (E) when prompted. 
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
