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RTS POWER DOWN PROCEDURES

(as of 23 July 1999)
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NOTE: This power down procedures list applies only when independent RTS operations have been conducted. If operators have been in normal or individual operational modes prior to running RTS, consult the van power down procedures.
CAUTION: The IT and REITS run on a Solaris operating system. They must be shut down properly to avoid corrupting the software. The ATS, on the other hand, is insensitive to random power interruptions.
1. To exit RTS, select the “System Mode” menu and select “EXIT RTS” and “OK”. At the Login screen, type in “halt” <return> (no password) and <return>. Wait for “Type any key to continue” to appear before turning the IT off. Turn off the ATS and REITS.

2. At the GDFS, delete all sonobuoy and array positions as well as radar zones. Turn all radars OFF.

3. At GDFS consoles 1 and 2, select SYSTEM, select MAINTENANCE, select QUIT. Select OK at confirmation.

4. At GDFS consoles 1 and 2 Startup Options window, select POWERDOWN SYSTEM. Select OK at confirmation. NOTE: Wait for phrase “Halted, you may now cycle power” to appear on GDFS 1 and 2 monitors.
If the van has a TAC-3 configuration, conduct the following step 5 TAC-3:

5 TAC-3.
At GDFS racks 1 and 2, turn OFF the CPU, both monitors, the UPS unit, and the Main Power switch.

If the van has a TAC-4 configuration, conduct the following step 5 TAC-4:

5 TAC-4. 
At the PDU on GDFS racks 1 and 2, turn OFF the output power switches for VID, HDD, MON, WS, and Main Power. At the UPS at the bottom of the racks, turn OFF the AC OUTPUT and AC INPUT switches. At the PDUs, turn OFF the AC INPUT BREAKER.

6. Turn off 60/400 Hz output power switch and the main 60/400 Hz converter switch.

7. At Sonar racks 1, 2 and 3, turn OFF the PDU Main Power switches at the top of the racks. At Sonar rack 3, press and hold the UPS ON/STANDBY button until the unit shuts down. Stow laptop computers in drawer and secure. NOTE: Disconnect Zircon power connection on right side of laptop before stowing.
8. At the Video rack, turn OFF the PDU Main Power switch at the top of the rack.

9. At the DC Power rack, turn OFF the black LINE Power Switch (on No. 1 or No. 2) and set the AC Power Input Switch to the middle position.

10. At the thermostat inside the Van, turn system to OFF.

11. Turn OFF the following PDU circuit breakers:


CB10 (GDFS 1)
CB20 (STATUS BOARDS)



CB11 (GDFS 2)
CB21 (60/400 CONV)


CB14 (SQR-17 #1)
CB22 (INT UTIL)


CB15 (SQR-17 #2)
CB23 (EXT UTIL)

CB25 (VIDEO RACK)


CB19 (DC PWR RACK)

12. At the PDU, turn OFF CB27 (RED/WHT LIGHTS) and the MAIN POWER circuit breaker.

13. At external connection J1, turn ECU circuit breaker OFF.

14. Secure power from generator or shore power.

15. Disconnect power cables from J1 and J2.
